Baldwin College & Career Academy participates in 
Department of Labor’s 
GeorgiaBEST Program

A group of nearly 30 Baldwin College & Career Academy Work-Based Learning students will have an advantage as they move into today’s workforce or further their educations. The students are among a group of more than 6,000 students statewide who earned a Georgia Department of Labor (GDOL) GeorgiaBEST certificate in the Business Ethics Student Training program. The program provides students with training in 10 soft skills and good work habits most often sought by employers in the global economy. 
Georgia Labor Commissioner Mark Butler initiated the program in January 2012. Today, more than 200 schools with 10,000 students participate in the program.  

With business and industry input, the GDOL put together 10 standards as part of the GeorgiaBEST Program. Discipline and character, attendance and punctuality, work habits, teamwork, time management, attitude, communication skills, responsibility and organization are among the standards stressed as part of the program.

Participating students earn one, two or three points per standard, depending on how well and consistently they exhibit the skill. To receive a certificate, participants must earn 25 out of a possible 30 points, including one in each category, plus achieve a specific grade point average (GPA). A GeorgiaBEST certificate from the GDOL enhances their college and job applications. 
GeorgiaBEST was implemented within BCCA’s Work-Based Learning Program.  WBL allows career-minded students to work within our local business and industry community to apply their career and technical skills as well as expand their learning.
